Consolidated Investigations Report
Report Purpose:
This report is intended to provide the total number of CPS investigations that have been consolidated into open, ongoing investigations for each district for a particular month and year, as well as the number of days it took to consolidate them. It also provides case-level information for both the duplicate and original CPS investigations using the drill-down capability.

The report provides more accurate data on NYS’ rate of repeat maltreatment, avoids work duplication by CPS investigative staff, and supports a strength-based and less-intrusive approach to child protective investigations and engagement of families.

Consolidated Investigations is comprised of two reports – a summary report and a drill-through detail report. Together, these reports provide information on consolidated CPS investigations for a particular month and year.

The summary report provides the total number of duplicate investigations that were closed and consolidated into open, on-going CPS investigations for each district, as well as a break down by the number of days it took – from intake to consolidation approval – to consolidate the duplicate investigation into the original investigation. The consolidation is completed by the caseworker of the duplicate investigation.

The detail report is available via drill-down from the summary report. State workers are able to view all detailed data associated with the consolidations, and LDSS workers are able to view detailed consolidation data for their own district. Voluntary agencies are not able to see detailed data.

Reports that are consolidated will not appear in ad-hoc reports that are run against the Investigation or Allegation catalogs.

As a management level report, the report is designed only to measure general trends across time to consolidate CPS cases and to provide comparisons across districts.

Report Prompt:
The date prompt requires the user to select the month and year for which the report will be run using a pull-down list. Reports can only be run for full months; a report cannot be run for a month that is currently in progress.
This report uses the CPS Build 16 Consolidation Catalog. Users can customize this report and save a copy locally for future use.
