
	Overdue IAB Reports Summary


Report Background
The Overdue IAB Reports Summary report can help state staff monitor the status of, and identify trends with, institutional abuse (IAB) investigations that are open for more than 60 days after the Intake Start Date.
Report Purpose
Provides summary information on IAB investigations for a selected month with a breakdown by jurisdiction, and displays the percentage of IAB investigations that were overdue for the previous 12 months.
Prompts
Upon running the report, users are asked to select one or more values from a list of choices for the following report prompts:

· Jurisdiction Type: Select Regional Offices or State Agencies, which are the only organizations that handle institutional abuse investigations.
· Month for Current Status: Select the month and year for which you want to view the status of overdue institutional investigations. 
Notes
Only state staff with access to CPS reporting in the OCFS Data Warehouse can run this report.
	Data Item
	Data Definition

	Report Date
	The date on which the report was run.

	Data As Of Date
	The latest refresh date of the OCFS Data Warehouse – that is, the last time data was retrieved from CONNECTIONS. Data for this report is refreshed each week.

	Jurisdiction Name
	The 3-digit code and name of the Regional Office or New York State agency assigned investigation responsibility.

	New This Month
	Number of institutional abuse investigations that were newly assigned during the selected month.

	Open End This Month
	Number of IAB investigations that remained open as of midnight on the last day of the selected month.

	Overdue End This Month
	Number of IAB investigations that remained open on the last day of the selected month, where the number of days between the Intake Start Date and the last day of the month is greater than 60 days. Note: If the month selected at the prompt has not completed yet, the Data As Of Date is used instead of the last day of the month.

	Overdue End Last Month
	Number of IAB investigations that remained open on the last day of the month prior to the selected month, where the number of days between the Intake Start Date and the last day of the month prior to the selected month is greater than 60 days.

	Less than 31 Days Overdue
	Number of IAB investigations that remained open on the last day of the selected month, where the number of days between the Intake Start Date and the last day of the month is between 61 and 90 days. Note: If the month selected at the prompt has not completed yet, the Data As Of Date is used instead of the last day of the month.
[The investigation has to be more than 60 days past the Intake Start Date to be overdue. Adding 1-30 days to this count means investigations included in this column have to be 61 to 90 days past the Intake date.]

	Between 31 and 60 Days Overdue
	Number of IAB investigations that remained open on the last day of the selected month, where the number of days between the Intake Start Date and the last day of the month is between 91 and 120 days. Note: If the month selected at the prompt has not completed yet, the Data As Of Date is used instead of the last day of the month.
[The investigation has to be more than 60 days past the Intake Start Date to be overdue. Adding 31-60 days to this count means investigations included in this column have to be 91 to 120 days past the Intake date.]

	Between 61 and 90 Days Overdue
	Number of IAB investigations that remained open on the last day of the selected month, where the number of days between the Intake Start Date and the last day of the month is between 121 and 150 days. Note: If the month selected at the prompt has not completed yet, the Data As Of Date is used instead of the last day of the month. 

[The investigation has to be more than 60 days past the Intake Start Date to be overdue. Adding 61-90 days to this count means investigations included in this column have to be 121 to 150 days past the Intake date.]

	More than 90 Days Overdue
	Number of IAB investigations that remained open on the last day of the selected month, where the number of days between the Intake Start Date and the last day of the month is more than 150 days. Note: If the month selected at the prompt has not completed yet, the Data As Of Date is used instead of the last day of the month.
[The investigation has to be more than 60 days past the Intake Start Date to be overdue. Adding 90+ days to this count means investigations included in this column have to be 150+ days past the Intake date.]

	Overdue Percentage Twelve Month Trend report
	The percentage of IAB investigations for each jurisdiction selected at the prompt that remained open as of midnight on the last day of each month and was more than 60 days past their intake date.
Overdue End of Month / Open End of Month

	Monthly Average
	The percentage of IAB investigations for all jurisdictions included in the report that remained open as of midnight on the last day of each month and was more than 60 days past their intake date.

Total Overdue End of Month / Total Open End of Month
