Clicking on an agency will ‘drill thru’ to the detail report of children associated with that agency.

Clicking on Total will ‘drill thru’ to the entire detail report.

The Voluntary Agency (VA) Summary report provides a list of Case Manager agencies (Districts) and associated children based on the stage’s Case Manager.  
Clicking on an agency will ‘drill thru’ to the detail report of children associated with that agency.

Clicking on Total will ‘drill thru’ to the entire detail report.

Closing the Detail report will return the user to the Summary report where another agency can be selected.

The LDSS version includes cases where the Case Manager is from the District selected at the prompt.  

The VA version includes cases where the Case Planner is from the Voluntary Agency selected at the prompt.
