The City of New York’s Administration of Children’s Services (ACS) requested the OCFS Data Warehouse develop a series of reports of Vacant beds to assist both them and their contract agencies to better manage their Foster Boarding Home Bed Resources. These are aggregate level reports and are currently only available to New York City ACS and their contract service providers.
