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“Info to Know” for Caseworkers 
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 Z to Y and the FSS Stage – the Mystery is Solved!!!
As you may be aware, in the past, there had been a sync issue between CONNECTIONS, WMS and CCRS (the mysterious “Z to Y” indicators).  We have since corrected this issue.  Any issues in the past should have been “cleaned up”.  We have now begun to monitor this issue on a weekly basis (previously it had been monitored monthly) in order to resolve any ‘out of sync’ issues. For CCR cases: 

The AFCARS Adoption Information window accessed from the Adoption Finalization window.
