1. CONNECTIONS Build 15

A). Upcoming Patch Build 15.02 - Beginning 06/15/02,
CONNECTIONS Patch, Build 15.02 will be distributed to Citrix Servers.
Build 15.02 includes fixes that will correct several Build problems that had
been identified over the last few weeks. CONNECTIONS Build 15.02 is
scheduled for Saturday morning between the hours of 6:00 AM and 9:00
AM. Staff will not be able to access the CONNECTIONS Application
during this time. CONNECTIONS Downtime Procedures will be
implemented for the transmission of CPS Reports between the SCR, ECS,
and Local Districts during this timeframe. Network Exchange Email will be
available during this time period.

There are no special instructions for users to follow when CONNECTIONS
Patch, Build 15.02 becomes “live” on Saturday morning, June 15.
CONNECTIONS users should follow regular log-on procedures. If
however, you try to access the CONNECTIONS Application and you
receive a “version mismatch” error, or “no server found to match
request” error, you will need to contact the NYS OFT Enterprise Help
Desk immediately (1-800-697-1323).

B). Release Notes - Build 15.02 Release Notes were sent to
CONNECTIONS Implementation Coordinators, Lan Administrators and
Directors of Services on Wednesday, June 12, 2002. The Release Notes
have also been posted on the CONNECTIONS Intranet Website as well in
the Public Folders > Statewide > CONNECTIONS > Build 15
Implementation > Patch 15.02 Release Notes.

C). FAD - As referenced in the CONNECTIONS Weekly Update last
week, the Communications Team has set up an area on the
CONNECTIONS Intranet Website to address FAD issues.

Most of the identified FAD problems will be
corrected in the Build 15.02 patch being distributed this weekend
(6/15/02). The CONNECTIONS Communication Team will continue to
provide current information regarding any identified system problems on
the CONNECTIONS Intranet Site.

D). Worker Safety Assessment To-Do Data Fix - In Build 15.01
(Implemented 06/02/02) SIR 24871 corrected the condition whereby
Safety Assessment To-Do’s were remaining on worker’s To-Do List after
the Safety Assessment was approved. Our Technical Team has informed
us that the data fix to delete the Investigation Stage — Safety Assessment
To-Dos was run earlier today (Thursday, 6/13/02).
