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2011 PARENTING EDUCATION PROGRAM MINI-GRANTS

REQUEST FOR APPLICATIONS
Through funding from the NYS Office of Mental Health/Children’s Plan, NYSPEP is providing grants for the purpose of addressing obstacles that prevent parents from accessing parenting education programs. A total of $35,000 will be disseminated in grant amounts ranging from $1,000 to $3,000. 

Grant Requirements
· The grant is to be applied to a specified parenting education program.

· Funds are to be used to reduce obstacles / increase access to the program.
· Funds must be expended within nine months after receipt.

· Grantees will submit written reports detailing expenditures and describing how families have benefitted.
Grants will be awarded by NYSPEP’s Management Team, in consultation with the Parent Advisory Panel and Families Together in New York State, until available funds have been expended.  Rating of applications to select awardees is based on: 

· Clear description of the problem or need in supporting parents’ access to the parenting education program.

· Clear explanation of how the funds will address that problem or need.

· Higher ratings are given to programs that include the evidence-based practices identified in #1 of the application.

· Higher ratings are given to programs that demonstrate they are research based, have been evaluated.
· Geographic distribution across the state is also taken into consideration.
