MANDATORY MEMBERSHIP

Persons must enroll in the New York State Employees’ Retirement System if they are permanent or contingent-permanent in a full-time position. 

OPTIONAL MEMBERSHIP

Persons hired on a temporary, provisional, part-time or ten-month basis may elect to join. 

NOTE:  (Effective 4/10/13)
If you are joining the New York State Employees’ Retirement System, whether on a mandatory or on an optional basis, you must complete the attached application.  As a member of the retirement system, you will have deductions of the following:

· 3% withheld from each paycheck if your salary is $45,000 or less;  

· 3.5% if your salary is $45,000.1 to $55,000; 

· 4.5% if your salary is $55,000.01 to $75,000; 

· 5.75% if your salary is $75,000.1 to $100,000 and 

· 6% if your salary is over $100,000.

Whether you join the Retirement System or not, Social Security deductions in the amount of 6.2% and Medicare deductions in the amount of 1.45% will be deducted from each paycheck.
