I. Purpose

The purpose of this memorandum is to provide social services districts with revised SFY 1998-1999, SFY 1999-2000, and SFY 2000-2001 Family and Children’s Services (F&CS) Block Grant Allocations.  In addition, this memorandum provides revised FFY 1997-1998, FFY 1998-1999 and FFY 1999-2000 TANF Transfer to Title XX Allocations.  These funds were advanced to social service districts in accordance with the allocations detailed in:

· 98 OCFS LCM-3 and 98 OCFS LCM-5 as authorized by Chapters 53 and 58 of the Laws of 1998;  

· 99 OCFS LCM 31 and 99 OCFS LCM 33 as authorized by Chapters 53 and 405 of the Laws of 1999; and

· 00 OCFS LCM 23 and 00 OCFS LCM 24 as authorized by Chapters 52 and 60 of the Laws of 2000.

The attached reallocations are necessary in order to preserve potential TANF Maintenance of Effort (MOE) refinancing in which the State and local social services districts share equally.  Moreover, these reallocations will enable the Office of Temporary and Disability Assistance and the Office of Children and Family Services to finalize the Statewide TANF MOE amounts for these prior federal fiscal years in order to position OTDA to accomplish the FFY 1998-99 MOE refinancing proposed in the SFY 2002-03 Executive Budget.

NOTE:  There is no fiscal impact on local districts as a result of the reallocations contained in this LCM. 

II. Background

Certain local social services district Title XX or Title IV-B, Subpart 1 allocations exceeded the available district Title XX claims.  To maximize reimbursement to local districts, the State, in calculating reimbursement to localities (where appropriate), used the excess Title XX revenues or Title IV-B, Subpart 1 revenues to reimburse certain Emergency Assistance to Families (EAF) Preventive Services or EAF Protective Services claims which were multi-eligible for Title XX, Title IV-B, Subpart 1 or EAF.  To the extent such EAF claims were not reimbursed as EAF with TANF funds, the State, in determining reimbursement to the districts with excess Title XX or Title IV-B, Subpart 1 funds, used the allocations to reimburse the multi-eligible EAF Preventive or EAF Protective Services claims.

The appropriation language in the affected years and in each subsequent year allows for a remedial measure, which does not adversely affect any one district.  In particular, the language regarding the $100,800,000 Family and Children’s Services Block Grant offset reads:

 “Notwithstanding any other inconsistent provision of law, … the commissioner of the office of children and family services shall divide the $100,800,000 proportionately among districts using the same proportions that govern allocation of state funding in the family and children’s services block grant appropriation unless such commissioner determines that an alternative procedure is fiscally or administratively preferable, and may reallocate a portion of such $100,800,000 among social services districts if necessary and in a manner designed to preserve Federal financial participation or increase reimbursement to social services districts; provided, however, neither such alternative procedure nor such reallocation may result in an unreimbursed cost increase in any social services district;…”    

III. Reallocations

In order to preserve Federal financial participation and to protect TANF MOE-eligible expenditures, it is necessary for OCFS to reallocate the $100,800,000 offset.  For districts that had excess Title XX or Title IV-B, Subpart 1 revenues that reimbursed EAF claims, the excess Title XX allocations were reallocated (by increasing the offset) from social services districts with Title XX-eligible claims that were less than the allocation.  These Title XX funds have been reallocated to districts with Title XX-eligible claims that exceed their original allocation.

In order to make local districts not realize an “unreimbursed cost”, the F&CS Block Grant allocation for social services districts receiving additional Title XX funds has been concurrently reduced by the same amount and reallocated to social services districts that experienced reduced FFY 1997-1998 Title XX Allocations.
