Non-secure juvenile delinquent females between the ages of 12 and 18.

PHYSICAL PLANT
Consists of nine buildings over approximately forty acres.  One building houses youth; one gymnasium; one vocational/educational building; one recreation building and the remaining are maintenance buildings.

Education
NYS certified teachers offer course work consistent with NYS standards for transferable credit.  Eligible students are provided the opportunity to take State assessments including the eighth grade test, regent’s competency tests and regents.  Lansing offers the GED to eligible students.

Vocational

Vocational instruction offers students the opportunity to earn the required Career Technical Education (CTE) credits for a high school diploma and prepare them for employability, including a portfolio.  Vocational programs include computer literacy, retail sales, ornamental horticulture, career and financial management and radio communications.

Health Services
A full-time Nurse Practitioner and five Registered Nurses provide on-site health services.  
Mental Health staff are available for all units.

Recreational
A full-time Recreational Specialists provide physical education and wellness recreational activities.  The program hosts special events throughout the year, including the annual carnival in August.  Youth participate in swimming, softball and outdoor recreational activities.

Religious Services
A community group of volunteers offer religious services, supported by the OCFS Home Office Chaplaincy Office.  Participation is by youth choice.
SPECIAL PROGRAMS
Community Involvement
Lansing Residential Center’s Citizens Advisory Board, a group of local community members, provides resources and services to youth at the facility.

Visitation
Families are encouraged to visit during non-program hours, pending advance notification to the facility.

Volunteer Program
Volunteers are welcome at the facility.  Volunteers provide a wide variety of services, including, but not limited to, tutoring, mentoring, religious education, pet therapy, music, art and theatre lessons.

Video-conferencing provided for youth and their families thirty to ninety days prior to release where available.
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
