Counseling


Counseling is handled by the facility Case Manager in collaboration with the facility treatment team composed of:
· Youth Counselor 1
· Facility Nurse

· Mental Health Clinician

· Mentor (YDA)
· Community Youth Service Team Representative
· Education Department Representative 

Education
All youth attend school daily on grounds.  Classes are held year round with the exception of holidays and school recess.  Teachers are NYS certified teachers.

Vocational
The education staff teaches job readiness and career and financial management classes.

Health Services
Ensuring youth are and remain healthy during their stay at the facility is important.  A medical assessment of each youth is conducted and medical issues are addressed.  The facility Nurse is in charge of medical needs and is available to discuss any concerns parents may have regarding their son’s health.

Recreational

Fully equipped gym with ropes course, athletic fields, a running track, and a fitness room allow for comprehensive conditioning for all youth.

Religious Services
Volunteers visit the facility weekly for bible study and religious services.  Special events and programs are also available.

SPECIAL PROGRAMS
Youth at the facility are provided with an array of mental health interventions which include Dialectical Behavioral Therapy, Sanctuary (trauma informed care), and substance abuse counseling.  These approaches are presented in group, family, and individual therapies and are integrated into their daily programs as well.
PRE-RELEASE
Each youth will be assigned a Community Services

ORIENTATION
Team (CST) Case Manager prior to his admission to the facility.  Community re-entry services commence the moment a youth enters the Ella McQueen Reception Center and continues throughout his residential placement.  Community re-entry services are provided within the community and will assist the youth in his transition home.
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
