   NYSCB works with youth, families and school districts to facilitate the coordination of appropriate services for students and youth who are legally blind.  NYSCB provides services to children beginning at birth so they can begin to work on the rehabilitation and life skills needed to become independent adults in the future.  NYSCB has children's consultants and transition counselors in each district office that are vocational rehabilitation counselors who specialize in working with youth who are legally blind. The earlier planning begins, the sooner supports and services can be coordinated to achieve the goals of the student.
   NYSCB is the designated state unit to provide vocational rehabilitation services to individuals who are legally blind. The mission of NYSCB is to enhance employability, to maximize independence, and to assist in the development of the capacities and strengths of people who are legally blind.  Making the transition from school to the adult world requires careful planning and a cooperative effort among families, school staff, and community service providers. Planning will help students, youth, their families, and school districts design services to maximize the student's years in school to prepare for full inclusion and integration into society, employment, independent living, and economic self-sufficiency.
