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Regulation for Sleep Subsidy

Part 415 of Title 18 of the Official Compilation of Codes, Rules and Regulations of the State of New York (NYCRR) is hereby amended to read as follows:
Paragraph (3) of subdivision (c) of section 415.4 is amended to read as follows:
[bookmark: _Hlk42250641](3) The child care services provided must be reasonably related to the hours of employment, education or training of a child's caretaker, as applicable, and permit time for delivery and pick-up of the child. Child care services must be provided, if needed, to enable an employed caretaker who works non-traditional hours to obtain up to eight hours of sleep if they have a child who is under the age of 6 and not in school for a full day. [Up to eight hours of c] Child care services may be provided, if needed, to enable [an] other employed caretakers who work[s a second or third shift] non-traditional hours  to obtain up to eight hours of [to] sleep if the social services district indicates in its [consolidated services plan or integrated county p] Child and Family Services Plan that it will provide such services.
