The purpose of this letter is to provide SSDs with updated State Maxi num
Standards of Paynment for new state residents who apply for Hone Reli ef
(HR). Chapter 41 of the Laws of 1992 established a special rule which
limted HR paynments to persons who have not acquired or who |lost State
resi dence in accordance with Part 310 of Departnent Regul ations and who
apply for HR paynments within six nonths of establishing residency in New
York State.

This special rule, in effect for the first six nonths after a person
noves to New York State, requires a SSDto |imt any HR budget deficit
or other HR paynment to persons subject to the rule to the greater of
(a) eighty percent of the amount which would be given if the special
rule was not in effect; or (b) the standard of paynent for that
househol d size (if any) of the state in which the applicant resided
i Mmediately prior to noving and establishing residency in New York
State. (See 92 ADM 26, Section IV-B.)

The updated table replaces Attachnent E of 92 ADM 26 and becones
effective on April 1, 1994. Nunbers in bold are nunbers that have
changed. Pl ease note that Montana has been dropped fromthe chart, as
they no |onger have a general relief program The provision for this
special rule expires on July 1, 1994, unless a State lawis passed to
extend it. W wll informyou if this occurs.
