The purpose of this Local Comm ssioners Menmorandum (LCM is to informsocia
services districts of the availability of additional federal funds for the
expansi on of child care subsidy prograns. New York State has received the
first two quarters of federal funds granted to the state under the Child
Care and Devel opnent Fund. The Departnent has identified funds in excess of
the projected amount needed to maintain the casel oad of child care subsidies
under the Tenporary Assistance, Transitional Child Care, State Low Incone
Day Care, At Risk Low Incone Child Care, and the Child Care and Devel opnent
Bl ock Grant prograns.

The Departnent is allocating $26, 050,000 to districts to expand child care
subsidies for families with incones up to 200% of the State incone standards
that need child care in order to work, seek enploynent, or attend approved
job training or educational progranms, or as a part of a child protective
case. Districts should continue to operate the Title IV-A and Transitiona
Child Care prograrns. Famlies entitled to receive child care under the
Title IV-A or Transitional Child Care prograns should be cl ai ned under those
programs on the DSS-187 Schedule A, line la, colum 4, and the DSS-4283
Schedule H, line 2, colum 7, respectively.

There is no requirement for a local match in order to access these
addi tional subsidy funds. There is no requirenent for districts to submt
an application to receive these funds. Social services districts electing
to participate in the expansion programnust provide child care services
funded with these additional funds in accordance with the requirenents for
the Child Care and Developnent Block Grant as set forth in Departnent
regul ati ons.
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Districts should note that the Child Care and Devel opnment Block Gant Act
requires that funds be wused to supplenent and not supplant |ocal funds.

Addi tional ly, t he Per sonal Responsibility and Wor k Qpportunity
Reconciliation Act requires a naintenance of effort at the |evel of
expenditures for child care in federal fiscal year 1995. Ther ef or e,

districts are expected to nmaintain their local commtnment to child care and
utilize these additional funds to expand services.

ALLOCATI ON | NFORVATI ON

The expanded child care subsidy programfunds are all ocated for the period
Cctober 1, 1996 to Septenber 30, 1997. The attachnent indicates the
al l ocation of federal funds to each district.

The annual i zati on of the expanded caseload is factored into the Governor's
proposal for a new seam ess bl ock grant for child care subsidies.

CLAI M NG | NSTRUCTI ONS

Pr ogram expendi tures fromthe expanded child care funds should be clained
under the Child Care and Devel opnent Block Grant (CCDBG programon the
DSS- 4283 Schedule H, Iine 2, colum 10. The Departnment will reconcile and
apportion district expenditures to the appropriate claimng categories to
maxi m ze federal funding.

Clains for these additional funds nust be |iquidated by social services
districts by Septenber 30, 1997. Social services districts cannot carry

over unspent funds into the next federal fiscal year. Fi nal clains of
expenditures for the period COctober 1, 1996 through Septenber 30, 1997 nust
be subnmitted by Novenber 7, 1997. Any unspent allocation wll be

reallocated to other districts to the extent pernitted by f edera
regul ati ons.

Aut hori zation and paynment of child care services under the expanded child
care funds will be designated in WHE Services by Services Type Suffix
Code L, which is wused for the CCDBG program A WVB Service case nust
include the Direct Service Type 03L and the corresponding POS Service Type
of 30L through 37L, or 3AL through 3G..

The system also supports nonitoring the issuance and return of child care

certificates. Instructions for the child care certificate can be found in
92 LCM 138 and in the BICS Qperations Manual, page A-82, BICS Production
Request 32, in the addition dated April 1, 1993. Information is also
provided in the BICS Services Paynent Processing Manual, Il.
