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[bookmark: _GoBack]Attachment A: Notification of Expanded Services in a Residential Transitional Independent Living Support Program (TILP)
Has the homeless youth resided in a TILP for the duration of the program’s maximum length of stay, and is the youth now in need of extended time? 





No, the homeless youth has not yet exhausted the maximum length of stay and extension periods 
Yes, the maximum length of stay has been reached, and the youth is seeking to remain in the TILP.





Was the youth under age 18 when he or she began receiving residential services at the TILP?


No, notification to OCFS is not required at this time.
 



No, the youth first accessed residential TILP services on or after his or her 18th birthday. 
Yes, the youth was under 18 years old when he or she began residing in the TILP.
 




The youth may remain in the TILP until he or she turns 18, or for an additional six months if the youth is still under 18 years old. Notification to OCFS is not required.  
 

No, the youth first accessed residential TILP services on or after his or her 21st birthday. 

Was the youth under age 21 when he or she began receiving residential services at the TILP?




Yes, the youth was under 21 years old when he or she began residing in the TILP.
 

No, notification to OCFS is not required as the youth is ineligible for additional residential TILP services. 




Written notification must be provided to OCFS. 

The notification must be made within 60 calendar days before the youth’s maximum permissible length of stay expires, using form OCFS-2133.

Should OCFS approve the notification, the municipality must notify OCFS when the youth is discharged from the TILP and provide a summary of the youth’s discharge plan via RHY@ocfs.ny.gov.









Is the homeless youth seeking residential TILP services at least 16 years old?
No, the homeless youth is not yet 16 years old.
Yes, the homeless youth is 16 years old or older.
No, notification to OCFS is not required as the program is not permitted to offer residential TILP services to youth under 16 years old. A referral to an RHY crisis services program or call to the New York Statewide Central Register may be more appropriate.

Written notification must be provided to OCFS. 

The notification must be made within 60 calendar days of the youth’s admission to the program using form OCFS-2133.

Should OCFS approve the notification, the municipality must notify OCFS when the youth is discharged from the TILP and provide a summary of the youth’s discharge plan via RHY@ocfs.ny.gov.
Does the county’s Child and Family Services Plan (CFSP) allow for TILPs to provide residential services to a homeless youth under 16 years old? 
No, TILP services for youth under 16 are not provided for via the CFSP.
 
No, OCFS has not approved a variance allowing the program to provide residential services to youth under 16 years old 
AND/OR
The program receives municipal RHY funding.
Has OCFS granted the applicable TILP a variance to serve youth under 16 when the program does not accept municipal RHY funding? 
Yes, the CFSP allows for TILPs to provide residential TILP services to youth under 16 years old when necessary. 
 
Yes, OCFS approved a variance allowing the TILP to serve youth under 16 when necessary,
AND
the program does not receive municipal RHY funding.
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
