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Is the runaway youth who is seeking to stay in a residential RHY crisis services program at least 14 years old?





Yes, the runaway youth is at least 14 years old.





No, the runaway youth is not yet 14 years old.





Youth under 14 years old are only eligible to stay in a residential RHY crisis services program for more than 30 days when


an Article 10 petition will be filed; OR


the youth and parent, guardian, or custodian agree in writing to an extension, and it is approved by the RHY service coordinator AND 


the municipal RHY service coordinator notifies OCFS within 60 calendar days of the date the decision was made by the RHY residential crisis services program to extend the youth’s length of stay.





 Notification to OCFS using form 


OCFS-2133 is required for (b and c).








Has the maximum length of stay been reached?





Yes, the maximum length of stay has been reached, and the youth is seeking to remain in the residential RHY crisis services program. 





The program director obtained written approval from the RHY service coordinator, and the coordinator provided the required notification to the municipal youth bureau director.








No, the youth has not yet exhausted the allowable length of stay and extension periods.





No, notification to OCFS is not required.








Written notification must be provided to OCFS. 





The notification must be made within 60 calendar days of the date the decision was made by the RHY residential crisis services program to extend the youth’s length of stay using form OCFS-2133.

The municipality must notify OCFS when the youth is discharged from the residential RHY crisis services program and provide a summary of the youth’s discharge plan via � HYPERLINK "mailto:RHY@ocfs.ny.gov" �RHY@ocfs.ny.gov�.
