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1. [bookmark: _GoBack]where the person advancing or profiting does so by managing, supervising, controlling or owning a prostitution business, house of prostitution, or a business that sells travel-related services where the purpose of the travel is to patronize a prostitute. 
Where the child subjected to prostitution is less than 11 years old, the offense is promoting prostitution in the first degree. Where the child subjected to prostitution is at least 11 years old but less than 16 years old, the offense is promoting prostitution in the second degree. Where the child subjected to prostitution is at least 16 years old but under 19 years old, the offense is promoting prostitution in the third degree. In addition, item 2 above is promoting prostitution in the second degree and item 3 is promoting prostitution in the third degree. As a practical matter, the relevant criteria for child protective purposes will be the age criteria; so long as the child is under 19 years old, a subject who advances or profits from the child's prostitution will have committed one of the promoting prostitution offenses, and since a child is defined as a person under the age of 18, all children will fall within the category of persons under the age of 19.
Sex Trafficking – PL §§ 230.34
A person is guilty of sex trafficking if he or she intentionally advances or profits from prostitution by:
1. unlawfully providing to a person who is patronized, with intent to impair said person's judgment:  (a) a narcotic drug or a narcotic preparation;  (b) concentrated cannabis as defined in paragraph (a) of subdivision four of section thirty-three hundred two of the public health law;  (c) methadone;  or (d) gamma-hydroxybutyrate (GHB) or flunitrazepan, also known as Rohypnol;
1. making material false statements, misstatements, or omissions to induce or maintain the person being patronized to engage in or continue to engage in prostitution activity;
1. withholding, destroying, or confiscating any actual or purported passport, immigration document, or any other actual or purported government identification document of another person with intent to impair said person's freedom of movement;  provided, however, that this subdivision shall not apply to an attempt to correct a Social Security Administration record or immigration agency record in accordance with any local, state, or federal agency requirement, where such attempt is not made for the purpose of any express or implied threat;
1. requiring that prostitution be performed to retire, repay, or service a real or purported debt;
1. using force or engaging in any scheme, plan or pattern to compel or induce the person being patronized to engage in or continue to engage in prostitution activity by means of instilling a fear in the person being patronized that, if the demand is not complied with, the actor or another will do one or more of the following:
cause physical injury, serious physical injury, or death to a person; or
cause damage to property, other than the property of the actor; or
engage in other conduct constituting a felony or unlawful imprisonment in the second degree in violation of section 135.05 of this chapter;  or
accuse some person of a crime or cause criminal charges or deportation proceedings to be instituted against some person; provided, however, that it shall be an affirmative defense to this subdivision that the defendant reasonably believed the threatened charge to be true and that his or her sole purpose was to compel or induce the victim to take reasonable action to make good the wrong, which was the subject of such threatened charge; or
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
