Ongoing
casework contacts must be made, to the extent practicable, to discuss alternatives to termination
of parental rights in accordance with section 384-b of the Social Services Law; this includes
discussing surrender, including conditional surrender, and counseling the parent with respect to
relinquishing the child, including ways the parent could help the child come to terms with the
possibility of relinquishment and its consequences.
